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TEF4 - supplementary metrics

 Differential attainment and grade inflation
* Above median earnings or further study (LEO)

« Sustained employment or further study (LEO)






STEF - metrics

 New NSS metrics piloted: the ‘student voice’ and
‘learning resources’

« LEO data now core (rather than supplementary)
metric

* Provider assessment + subject awards profile =
overall provider award
